The Angler of the Month competition was won
by Fred Cousinswith a1> place entry for a
brook trout from Johns Creek, 2-6 on 2# fly for
339 points. Fred also took 2" nd placewith a7-10
gar on %#gen for 221 points and Scott Johnston
took 3% place W|th a1-4 croaker on 2# fly for
208 points. The 1% and 20 place finish for May
moved Fred into the lead for the C.V. Kinnard
award competition. These three cards were the
only entries for the Angler of the month, so get
your cards turned in at the meeting.

In freshwater, Mike Ostrander reported in late
May that the James River Park System has been
producing some outstanding catches of flathead
and blue catfish, with some flatheads going up
to 33 pounds. Mike tested his skills on 4#, but
the catfish won that battle.

The only
two that we were able to land and rel ease were by Ricky,
29" and 31" fish, which were under the NC limit. We saw
some big cobia, but had troubl e getting the big onesto eat.

Bruce Hender son and Jim Sheffield tried the cobialater
in the week, but the action had slowed down due to rough
seas and sight casting was out of the question. The best
catches for the week was a new club record and specie
leading triggerfish, 5-4 on 6# spin for 172 pointsfor Buddy,
a 15-4 amberjack on 8 plug for 169 points for Ricky, and
a44-0 shark on 12# plug for 110 points and a new club
record and species |leader for Danny. These catches will
soon be beaten as the wreck fishing isjust beginning for
the summer.

Glenn Carter took the species lead for spot at Oregon
Inlet with a0-10 on 4# fly for 215 points. Scott Johnston
tested the spot waters of the Piankatank River and came
away with anew club record spot, 0-10 on 8# fly for 138
points. Scott also entered a club record flounder with a 1-
