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areworking in your favor, drifting the areato be fished
is very effective, drifting can be managed by the aide
of adrift sock (this can slow your drift). Many times
when you locate a school of fish you can quietly anchor
the boat and work the area for some time. When fly-
fishing for these fish the use of asinking line is very
helpful, 2200 or 250 wt. line seemsto work best for
me, | can cast thisline al day without tiring my arm
and still get very good distance. The longer cast does
allow me to cover more water, which keepsthe fly in
the feeding zone longer. Thefly of choiceisthe clouser
or any streamer that will get down into the feeding
zone. When fishing plastics a 1/4 oz jig head seemsto
work best. Popular places to hunt for these fish are;
Mobjack bay area, Poquoson Flats, Holein the Wall,
and Damnron Marsh. Old reliable places such as
Windmill Point/North End and Piankatank River do
not seem to be producing fish as they did in the past.

It isno secret that the numbers of these fish have been
falling for the past few years; thisisin no doubt because
of theillegal netting practices that occur along the
Poquoson Flats and Mobjack Bay area. Thesefish can
be very fickle, one day you get on them and they will
feed and the next they will not. Having been able to
sight cast to these fish in Texas and Floridareally gives
one some insight to this eating habit (or lack of). Hope
thiswill help you catch that trophy Slber.

The “reel” shocker was with Brown Trout, where 26,266 fish
were caught in 18 Mile Creek, the most productive in New York
State. Of that number 1,284 were harvested and the balance
released. The next closest Brown Trout total was the Salmon
River with 5,517, Sandy Creek with 4,844 and Oak Orchard
River checked in with 3,329 fish.

For Steelhead, the top stream was the Salmon River with 7,738
fish caught and 1,141 creeled. Not far behind was 18 Mile Creek
with 6,476 and Oak Orchard was a close third at 6,136.

In the Salmon department, the Salmon River outproduced the
others with 89,441 caught, 25,998 harvested. On 18 mile creek,
11,743 were caught. The statistics for Oak Orchard were not
published in this report, but it continues to be afavorite area of
some fishermen. Since the state has cut back on stocking efforts
inthisarea, thelocal charter captain association has been running
apen-rearing project for agood humber of years that has started
to show larger numbers of fish returning to Oak Orchard every
year. My personal best was a 35 — 8, fishing out of a 16’ boat
casting small spoonson 12 Spin.. That was my pre VAC days;
otherwise you would see a card faster than you can say Big
Salmon. I’ ve attached a photo for those interested.
