By thetime you read this, Virginia shad fishing
should bewedl underway. Therun usually extends
from mid-March to the beginning of May.

Thetourney will be at peak time with the only
potential problem being high muddy floodwater s.
They can sometimes make the James un-fishable
for afew daysin the spring. Small spoons, shad
dartsand very small plastic grubs can be effective
on ultra-light spinning and plug gear. Fly fishing
is sometimes more productive than the spinning
outfits. Various flieswork well, mostly with
sinking lines, and just enough rod to throw the
sinking line. To get somereal expert advice, come
to hear our speaker at the March member ship
meeting at Skillagalee.
