     With the fall fish migration in full swing, literally
     hundreds of small Spotted Seatrout have been caught
    recently by club members.  Near the end of September,

Larry Allen had a 4-8 on 4# spin for the largest Spec during that
month.  In October, the majority of the fish were a lot smaller.

Kenny Dale has been catching Seatrout in the Piankatank River
on fly, along with some Strippers and Puppy Drum.  Matt Balazik
and Bob Brown were fishing with Parks Rountrey at Rudy Inlet
and caught 62 Specs, none of which were over 12 inches long.
Eddie Johnston and Fred Cousins fished the York River and
released over 100 of the small Trout.  Even though his number of
catches weren’t as great, Vick Skakandy out shined them all with
a 5-12 Spotted Seatrout on 4# spin, fishing a Gulp bait at Poquoson
Flats.

Scott Johnston has been fly fishing in both fresh and saltwater
over the past month.  From a private pond, Scott landed a 3-10
Largemouth Bass on 8# fly using a clouser.  I guess that is not too
unusual though, Scott fishes his hand-tied clousers for every species!
 Several trips to the Piankatank River produced a “club record” 5-
2 pound Red Drum for the 6# fly category worth 102 points.
Scott’s 8 ounce Spot on 4# fly for 172 points will take the “species
lead” and also the “largest” for the year.  Try catching a Spot on
a fly, it’s not easy!

Rob Choi beat his last Sheepshead “species leader” with a 6-3
pound on 6# general for 169 points.  Rob was using a fiddler crab
for bait while fishing in Lynnhaven Inlet.

Near the end of September, Mike Ostrander was fishing the New
River and caught a Smallmouth that has topped his old “club
record” and strengthened the “species lead” as well.  Mike was
using a live bait on 6# line and landed a 5-1 pound Smallmouth
Bass for 231 points.  Several weeks later, Mike caught a 7-2 pound
Largemouth Bass at Taylor’s Pond on 6# spin for 285 points.
Several nice entries!

Ryan Noland chartered Captain Mike Ostrander for some
Flathead Catfish last week.  Fishing the Pony Pasture, Ryan said
he saw numerous huge flatheads swimming in the clear water under
the boat.  Using live bait, Ryan had several entries with his best
being a 24-0 on 8# line for 246 points.

Back to the Spotted Seatrout, a member reported that some fish
with enlarged bellies were found dead on the flats in Currituck
Sound several weeks ago.  When their full stomachs were opened
by marine scientists, Gulp baits were found that evidently could
not be passed or digested by the fish.  I am sure we will be hearing
more about this issue in the future.  In the mean time, a good
practice will be to dispose of the Gulp baits properly and not discard
them overboard.

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BEWARE OF THE NEW INTERAGENCY OCEANS POLICY TASK FORCE

A recently published administration document outlines a structure that could result in closures of
sport fishing in salt and freshwater areas across America. The White House created an Interagency
Oceans Policy Task Force in June and gave them only 90 days to develop a comprehensive federal
policy for all U.S. coastal, ocean and Great Lakes waters. Under the guise of ‘protecting’ these
areas, the current second phase of the Task Force direction is to develop zoning which may
permanently close vast areas of fishing waters nationwide. This is to be completed by December

There are two basic groups who can view and use various parts of the Virginia Anglers Club
website….anyone who logs on (VAC members or non-members) and those people who are
registered.
