A Reminder - New for 2012 - Facility Access Permit Needed on Jan. 1, 2012

Effective January 1, 2012, a Facility Access Per mit will be required when using
any Department-owned Wildlife Management Area or Fishing Lake. Members
of the Virginia Anglers Club do not need a permit aslong asthey hold a valid
hunting, fishing or trapping license or a current certificate of boat registration
issued by the DGIF. Also exempted are persons 16 years of age or younger .
The Facility Access Permit requirement does not apply to DGIF- owned boat
ramps or segments of the Appalachian Trail on Department- owned land. The
Facility Access Permit feeis$ 4 for adaily permit or $23 for an annual per mit.
The Facility Access Permit may be purchased online or at any license agent.
