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August Program Report 

Johnathan Harris

District Fisheries Biologist

Johnathan discussed their sampling methods and 
the annual electrofishing surveys used to collect 
data on the James River. The smallmouth bass 
populations for adult fish are limited in number 
throughout the James. In general a high mortal-
ity rate estimated between 30 to 60 percent and 
they increase lower in the watershed. Johnathan 
and his team are learning from the sampling data 
and environmental conditions to help bring back 
the smallmouth population to the James.
